
A tubulação corrugada de aço inoxidável (CSST) é um 
produto metálico de parede fina utilizado para condução 
de gás, podendo ser usado como alternativa às tubulações 
metálicas convencionais para condução de gás. Essa 
tubulação flexível é geralmente revestida de plástico 
amarelo. Se a sua residência utiliza CSST, recomendamos 
que ela seja inspecionada anualmente ou semestralmente 
por um encanador qualificado, para verificar a correta 
instalação e a adequada equipotencialização do sistema. 
Os proprietários também devem realizar uma inspeção 
visual pelo menos a cada três meses para verificar se há 
danos. Um sistema CSST que não esteja devidamente 
equipotencializado pode causar um vazamento acidental de 
gás ou um incêndio quando atingido por um raio.

Protecting natural gas 
equipment from snow and ice
Spring may be right around the corner, but there is 
still plenty of time for winter weather to make another 
appearance. Accumulated snow and ice around your 
natural gas meter, furnace, and water heater vents 
can cause equipment failures and damage, posing 
significant safety hazards:

• Ice buildup on meters can block pressure regulators, leading to gas flow issues or leaks.

• Piling snow can block outdoor vents for high-efficiency furnaces and gas water heaters, creating a 
potential carbon monoxide risk.

• Falling ice can strike exterior gas meters and pipes, causing the release of natural gas and increased risk of 
fire or explosion.

Take the following precautions
From the first significant snowfall to the spring thaw, Liberty advises all property owners to take the following 
precautions:

Meter icing problem or other natural gas equipment concern?
If you observe a meter icing problem or have any other concerns related to snow and ice in proximity 
to your natural gas equipment, contact customer care at 1-800-544-4944. A technician can help you 
assess the issue and provide guidance on how to resolve it.

If you smell gas or suspect a gas leak, leave immediately to a safe location and call Liberty’s  
emergency number at 1-800-936-7000 or dial 911.
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Warning:
corrugated stainless steel tubing
Corrugated stainless steel tubing (CSST) is a thin-walled 
metallic gas piping product that can be used as an alternative 
to conventional gas piping material. This flexible piping is 
commonly coated in yellow plastic. If your home uses CSST, 
we recommend that it is inspected on an annual or semi-
annual basis by a qualified plumber for proper installation 
and bonding. Homeowners should also perform a visual 
inspection at least every three months to check for damage. 
CSST that is not properly bonded could cause an accidental 
leak or fire when struck by lightning.
